Seams are pressed towards the Sashing
Rows. Where sashing strips are joined with
the corner stones, you may have some stacked
seams. However, most intersections will have
seams going in the opposite directions. As
you complete the quilt (through Illustration 6),
take the time to pick back a few seams at the
opposing intersections and tweak them open
to the quilt lies as flat as possible.

e Sashing Row 1 is sewn N
to Block Row 1.
e Sashing Row 2 is swen
to Block Row 2.
e Sashing Rows 3 and 4 are
sewn to Block Row 3.
e Sashing Row 5 is sewn
to Block Row 4.

NOTE - Glue is Your Friend: Gluing the raw\
edges before you sew your seams helps feed

the fabric evenly between the presser foot and
feed dog.
