With T-Template D5 set at your ——
machine, perfectly aligned with the fabric beneath, sew through the
paper and the fabrics with just the needle, marking the registration
lines on each fabric.

Step 3: Change the needle back to the 70/80 needle. Re-thread the
machine and set the stitch length = 2.8 and sew on the lines marked
by the needle-punching. Repeat this process with each T-Template set
in Bag #D5.

NOTE - Marking Pencil Option: A marking pencil can also be used in place
of the needle punching. This can be done by cutting out a thin line on each
registration line on the paper template. Replace the templates matching the
backside of the template up with the wrong-side of the fabric. With a light
pencil mark the fabric along each of the cut registration lines.
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
