 ●  Unit B2, Make (64) Units: Choose (6) background Colors, each paired with (2) spike 
 colors for a total of (6) spike color pairs. Instead of making (8) of each, make (14) of 
 each for the Blue/Purple Blocks, (14) of each for the Orange/Red Blocks, and (12) of 
 each of the Green/Yellow Blocks 

 ○  Fabric B2-1:a to :f: ½ Yard of (6) Background Fabrics (18” each)
