•	 Bag #B3: (8) Unit B3, papers and associated Templates

 ► Preparing the Foundation Papers: 
Foundation Papers: This booklet includes enough foundation 
papers to complete (8) Border Groups. The foundation papers and 
templates for this pattern are printed on newsprint. Newsprint is 
lightweight and tears away from your stitches without damaging 
the threads. Please pull apart this package and check, at this time, 
to make sure your pattern includes all of the newsprint listed below.

Cut out (8) of each Unit B1, B2, & B3 on [NP 835]. The associated 
Templates and Templates Layout Sheets on [TP 643] are cutout,  and 
arranged in chronological order, then placed into a temporary bag. 
After	the	fabric	has	been	cut,	the	individual	Sec.	Templates	are	placed	
into	assigned	bag	#s	with	their	associated	foundation	papers.	See	the
